3. President’s Report

Susie Heggie summarised her written report as presented in the Annual Report. The 2007-08 season has been the most successful in the club’s
history since 1990 with 4 premierships (B Grade, B Reserve, Division 1 and Division 2 Red) and another 5 runner-up teams (A Grade, A
Reserve, U17 Boys, Division 2 Black and Division 3). Congratulations also to Kristina Bates who was the winner of the Arthur Allsopp award for
Most Valuable Player as voted by the umpires in the Division 2 competition.
